I'd like to share a little tip from the Golf
Digest brought to my attention by your
Golf Chairman, Donna Douglass.

GO AHEAD AND PICK UP!

During a casual round, it's OK if you
start a hole but don't finish it---especially
to keep up with the group in front of you.
But you still have to record your "most
likely score" for handicap purposes.

How do you determine that score?

Count the strokes you've already taken
and add the number of strokes you
would likely need to finish the hole the
majority of the time. It's a judgment call
by you, but that score can't exceed the
maximum allowed under Equitable
Stroke Control or ESC. Example: If your
handicap is 9 or lower, double bogey is
your maximum score for that hole. For
10-19 handicaps, it's a 7. For 20-29, it's
an 8.

This is good to know as you ponder
whether to take your fifth stroke from that
deep bunker!
